History of the Scott County Snapshot 

Began in May 2002; occurred May and October of each year; to 

date, 20 snapshots completed. 

Number of sites has varied from 33 to 100. 

A total of ~120 sites have been monitored over the 10-year 

history of the snapshot. 

From May 2002 through October 2004, Davenport Water 

Pollution Control staff sampled the city sites while other sites 

sampled by volunteers; in May 2005, all sites sampled by 

volunteers. 

Rock Island sites added in May 2008. 

Fall 2009, snapshot sites evaluated to identify priority sites and 

focus snapshot effort.  Sites sampled went from 100 to 68, which 

includes 12 Rock Island sites. 
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Number of Sites Sampled for Each Scott County Snapshot Event

Å  Lower number of sites in October 2003 and October 2005 was due to dry 
conditions. 
 
Å  Low number of sites in May 2009 was due to budget issues with the 
Watershed Monitoring and Assessment Program. 
 
Å  Since May 2010, same sites have been sampled for each snapshot.  A total of 
56 sites in Scott County and 12 Rock Island sites sampled. 
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
